Callboard to switch to electronic
distribution at end of year

Resulting from discussions about the long-range plan, the
Board has determined that the Callboard will switch to a
monthly publication as of December 31, 2011, and will be dis-
seminated by e-mail and be posted on the website. It will also
change to a monthly publication.

“Publishing more often will allow us to be more timely,” ex-
plained editor Mary Lou Britton, Vice President of CTAM.
“We know that some of our members don’t have e-mail yet,
but most do. Statistics say that 82% have internet access and
68% regularly use e-mail. So, balancing the cost of printing
and mailing the newsletter against the number who can re-
ceive it at no cost, the Board feels this is a fiscal decision we
can’t ignore.”

Starting January 1, 2012, the Callboard will be delivered to
the e-mail address we have on record for Individual Members.
We will also send it to all groups and hope that someone in
your group will be assigned to forward it on to everyone in
your group by e-mail.

“The new format gives us a lot more latitude with the news
we circulate to members, too,” Britton continues. “We’ll have
an infinite amount of space to run photos from our members’
productions, as well as longer articles with greater detail. It all
hinges on our receiving information and photos from the
readers, however. Communication works both ways, so start
thinking about ways you and your group can participate in
the NEW Callboard!”

Executive Secretary Nancy Peska has accepted the challenge of
keeping the lists current, so please be sure to give her your
address when you renew your dues.
